3. Call the media the day before your event to be sure they received the advisory and to try to persuade them to cover the event.

Allergy is the underlying trigger in at least 80% of childhood asthma, but throughout the World allergy is inadequately diagnosed, leading to incomplete asthma control. World Allergy Day will promote global awareness of the increasing prevalence and impact of asthma in childhood, including quality of life for patients and their families, and the socio-economic burden of this chronic allergic disease.  We will explain how WAO is trying to enhance knowledge of allergy for all allergy professionals.
